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Attendance:

A. Committee members are expected to attend all meetings.

B. If unable to attend a meeting, a member is expected to notify SCEMSA in advance, in
writing and identify a replacement from their institution or agency to fill their position for that
meeting.

C. Any committee member resigning their position on the committee is responsible for having
their facility or agency select a replacement, and for notifying SCEMSA, in writing of the
personnel change in advance.

Policy:
A. The committee shall meet every-ethermonth three months or at the call of the Chair.
B. Minutes-willbekept-by-the SCEMSA staff will transcribe the meeting minutes and make

available for review one week prior to the next scheduled meeting.

The SCEMSA Medical Director will serve as the chairperson.

The Operational Advisory Committee is an advisory committee to the SCEMSA Medical
Director and SCEMSA.

Items to be considered for the agenda are welcome, but must be received no later than
fifteen (15) working days prior to the next scheduled meeting in order to be reviewed ten
(10) working days prior to the meeting. Items for discussion are to be of an operational
nature and relevant to SCEMSA system’s performance.
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
